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At this writing, our granddaughter's third and most delicate 
brain cancer operation was successfully completed yesterday, 

and both Tom's and my mother are safely Home with the Lord­
all within fifteen days. Although I would like to say that I am sail­
ing placidly through the pitching waters, there are times when tall 
waves of sadness and adjustment will, out of nowhere, rise up and 
over into my little boat. Thankfully, the Lord graciously hands me 
the bucket of truth and comfort of His Word, which, every time 

and without fail, serves me well to scoop murky waters up and out. 

God gave us 2,200 miles of driving to ponder, pray, and talk during our travels to 
lay our beloved mothers to rest. We mused over the many thousands of souls, most 
without Christ, who had very recently flown out into eternity via earthquakes and 
storms, and of the thousands of survivors, bereft of all but their lives and without 
hope of ever seeing their loved ones again. Our difficulties withered to nearly indis­
tinguishable nubs in comparison. 

Though limbs may tremble and tears unexpectedly tip over the edge, the sustain­
ing presence of God is always there, causing me to again ask, "What would we 
do, where would we be, without God who, "so loved the world that he sent His 
only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish but have 
everlasting life?" 

Through Christ, we can maneuver through the rapids and storms of every kind, 
rejoicing with "joy unspeakable and full of glory." Fears shrink and troubled 
minds are banished if we will remember to sidle up closer, yet closer to the Lord 
by reading, underlining, running references, meditating upon, and memorizing 
God's Holy Word.
